It wus established by an execulive order and
1s now conducted under the waltchful eye of the
Office of Personnel Management. It is u once-a-
year lund drive that enables payroll deductions
or one-time contributions from us to the charita-
ble organizations of our choosing, and thus elini-
imates numerous solicitations from each one.

Also, you don’t have lo contribute to this
campaign in any way. shape or ferm if you do
not want to. No one is allowed to threaten you,
pul on exira duty or harass you lor a contribu-
tion. As i matler of fuct, anyone who *leans™ on
you lo donate against your will is subject to pun-
ishment under the Uniform Code of Military
Justice,

down to your platoon sergeant will try (o con-

vince you to willingly contribute.

Or more recently, we had Camp Pendleton
Marines and Sailors who gave ol themselves to
offer some children who have multiple sclerosis
an opportunity 1o have a summer’s weekend of
lun. All of these examples ure about your ship-
males who have given ol themselves 10 make
others safe, and Lo give others hope. Thal to me
is what the CFC is all about — giving those less
fortunate than us a chance in life and hope for
the luture.
