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Gen. Schwarzkopf 
addresses issues 
on Saudi Arabia

SAUDI ARABIA—They call him 
"Bear" and "Stormin' Norman." He's 
linebacker-large at 6-feet-3-inches and when 
he speaks, his words carry an equally large 
messege. 

Army General H. Norman Schwarzkopf 
has commanded units from platoon-level to 
now what is the largest American buildup 
of forces since the Vietnam W a r -
Operation Desert Shield. He shared his 
thoughts on the operation and issues sur-
rounding it with a group of five military 
journalists representing each branch of the 
service. 

A common topic on the minds of all ser-
vicemembers here is possible rotation dates. 
That was the first question asked of the 
general, and he smiled as though he ex-
pected it. 

"That's probably the top priority item 
that I have my component commanders 
working on," he said. "Input will come in 
from the component commanders based on 
their operational requirements; I'm trying 
to come up with a universal policy because 
I don't think it's fair for one service to stay

U.S. Marines 
board Iraqi ship 
without warning

Demonstrating U.S. capabilities in dealing with 
defiant Iraqi merchant vessels, U.S. Marines fastroped 
from helicopters onto the Iraqi ship Amuriyah Sunday, 
while U.S. fighter planes screamed overhead. This ac-
tion marked the first time the United States had con-
ducted an unannounced boarding on a moving Iraqi 
ship, according to the Los Angeles Times. The incident, 
which involved the first use of U.S. warplanes in an in-
terception, followed warning shots from a U.S. Navy 
frigate. The Marines met no resistance, and the ship was 
allowed to proceed after a U.S./Australian boarding 
party found it to be carrying no cargo prohibited by 
U.N. sanctions. 

Also of significance to Camp Lejeune-based Marines, 
HQMC announced this past week that a substantial 
number of Marine Reserves will be called to active 
duty and sent to the Persian Gulf region. The call-up 
of reserve servicemen would allow Marines currently 
deployed in the Mideast to rotate back to the states after 
six months. The Navy wants to limit deployments of

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OUR ENVIRONMENT

In the 1930s U.S. Forest Service foresters found 
a black bear cub stranded up a tree after a wildfire. 
Remarkably, the little cub's only injury was 
singed paws. Unfortunately, its mother did not 
survive. 

The foresters adopted this little cub, and 
nicknamed it, "Smokey Bear." 

Three decades later, in 1964, a 5-year-old boy 
happily greeted a mailed package from the U.S. 
Forest Service. It was his official membership in 
the "Smokey Bear Club." He was now also an 
honorary U.S. Forest Service "junior ranger." 

Proudly he paraded through the house and up 
to his parents wearing a replica tin badge just like 
real forest rangers wore. His parents helped him 
read the enclosed literature about how he could 
prevent forest fires. The little boy also found a 
photo of "Smokey" and a pledge card, which he 
signed — promising to do his best to prevent un-
necessary forest fires. 

Unnecessary forest fires are those acciden-
tally, or intentionally set by man. But forest fires 
are a natural part of a forest's evolution, or grow-
ing cycle, according to Danny Becker, assistant 
forester, Environmental Management Depart-
ment, here. 

The base uses controlled, or "prescribed" 
burning practices on a five-year cycle to reduce 
hazardous conditions that could lead to wildfire. 
It also promotes better health of the timber stand. 

But the most noticeable effect is on the 
aesthetics of the forest, Becker noted. "By open-
ing up the under story, keeping it free from debris 
and brush, it becomes more pleasing to the eye." 

Though after a fire, the forest looks anything 
but pleasing to one's eye. This vision of a 
moonscape wasteland led people to believe only 
until recently that forest fires were detrimental to 
the environment. 

Beliefs like these, prompted awareness pro-
grams, like "Smokey Bear," by the U.S. Forest 
Service. 

But after the fires which swept through 
Yellowstone National Park in 1988, foresters and 
other environmental experts concluded otherwise. 

Upon closer inspection of the blackened and 
grey moonscape, they found life returning surpris-
ingly quickly. 

"Some species of grass return within 48 hours 
after a fire," Becker said. "Also some pine species 
propagate better after a fire." 

However, prescribed burning is only one techni-
que in a broader-based management plan here. At 
the same time, according to Becker, "Prescribed 
burning is our most economical forest manage-
ment tool." 

Though it could be one of the most costly too. 
To avoid the threat of wildfire, Becker and the 

other foresters develop a detailed burn plan, which 
takes into account temperature, climate and 
humidity, smoke drift patterns, and how each 
compartment and range will be "fired," or burned. 

This season's prescribed burning will run from 
Nov. 15 to March 15, 1991 

Since the day "Smokey Bear" was found as a 
cub, there has been a reversal of thinking about 
the benefits of controlled burning, according to 
Becker. "What we're doing in a lot of ways mimics 
nature." 

However, intentional, or accidental wildfires 
need to be eliminated, because they result in more 
than just short term wildlife habitai. They result 
in personal property loss as well. 

In this respect, maybe we all can take up the 
pledge that that little boy took in 1964.

Marines and sailors in Operation Desert Shield to six 
months. ABC News has estimated the number of reser-
vists called up to be between 3,000 and 10,000. 

The 220,000 U.S. forces in the Persian Gulf region 
may be joined by an additional 100,000 servicemen, ac-
cording to the Associated Press. The increase in the 
number of U.S. personnel there is partly to counter a 
recent hardening of Iraq's defenses in Kuwait, which 
was invaded Aug. 2. Some of the troops may come from 
U.S. bases in Germany. The move would give the 
United States more leverage in dealing with Iraq, which 
has about 430,000 soldiers and 3,500 tanks in Kuwait 
and southern Iraq. 

This announcement ties in with a recent Soviet 
message to the United Nations Security Council that 
it does not believe President Saddam Hussein of Iraq 
is interested in a negotiated solution to the crisis. 

If the Iraqi president does not withdraw his forces 
from Kuwait, the multinational force amassed in the 
Persian Gulf is prepared to fight, according to Cana-
dian External Affairs Minister Joe Clark. 

But Iraq is not backing down because of the threat 'J

wells with explosives as a precaution against attack, a< | 
cording to London Financial Times.

The Oldest Americans 
American Indian's heritage 
remembered in November 
Story and photos by 
CPU.

The image will forever be engraved in 
the American conscience; Marines atop 
Mt. Suribachi, raising the American flag 
high above the battlefield of Iwo Jima. 
One of the fine weary warriors who 
helped in the memorial flag raising was 
Ira Hayes, a member of the Pima tribe, 
and one-of 25,000 Native Americans 
who answered the country's call to 
arms. 

November is Native American Indian 
Heritage Month. Also it is a time when 
we celebrate Thanksgiving with family 
and friends; counting our blessings and 
expressing gratitude for everything good 
bestowed upon us. As we sit down to 
the holiday feast, it is appropriate to 
remember that without the assistance of 
the American Indian, our lives would be 
much different today. 

The Thanksgiving feast itself would 
probably look pretty strange. A look at 
the common names for Indian 
domesticated plants and animals 
demonstrates the influence of Indian life 
upon our own. Given the fact that it 
took centuries to domesticate plant 
foods to the point of high yield in those 
days, if the Indians had not done so for 
corn, potatoes, sweet potatoes, cassava 
and other, perhaps the Anglo-
Europeans would have never done so. 

The turkey, the traditional main 
course of the Thanksgiving meal, is to-
day the only American animal to be 
raised commercially on a large scale 
simply for food. The domestication of 
the bird dates back before Columbus. 

Native Americans also domesticated 
many plants used as narcotics and 
medicines, such as tobacco. As tobacco 
is a major source of health problems, it 
is difficult to list as a major contribution 
to society. However, it is noteworthy 
that in less than two centuries after 
being brought from the New World to 

Europe in 1558, the widespread use had 
encircled the globe. This illustrates the 
rapid acceptance of a product grown by 
a people thought to be inferior by the 
"civilized" world. 

The number of medicinal plants and 
herbs used by Indians has decreased 
since 1880. Many have been replaced by 
modern drugs and synthetics, but most 
of the natural drugs made from plants 
by the Colonists in America were 
known in some form by Indians. 

Indian clothing styles, jewelry, art and 
architecture have all been incorporated 
into our culture. Pueblo houses are very 
popular in the Southwest; Navaho 
blankets can be found in many homes; 
hammocks have gained acceptance all 
over the world; and Eskimo carvings as 
well as Cherokee baskets are popular 
decorative items. 

Even the English language has bor-
rowed from the Indian. Vast numbers of 
geographical names in the United States 
and Canada are derived from Indian 
languages—5,000 in New England alone, 
and 24 of our states have Indian names. 
We also see Indian words such as 
"hominy," "succotash," "toboggan," and 
"moccasin" used frequently. 

The Native American also figures pro-
minently in our classic literature, such 
as Longfellow's, "Hiawatha" and 
Cooper's, "Deerslayer". The Western 
motion picture and television dramas 
would not be the same without him. In 
a way, you could say that without the 
Indian, there might never have been a 
John Wayne, a Gary Cooper, or a Lone 
Ranger. 

All through our history, some rather 
distinguished Indian figures have earned 
a prominent place for themselves and 
their people. From Pocahontas and 
Sacagawea to Chief Sitting Bull and Jim 
Thorpe, the list of Native Americans 
who left their mark upon this nation is 
impressive. 

Preserving a proud 
heritage, a member 
of the Conseen 
family displays ex-
amples of their 
craftwork to visitors 
of the North 
Carolina State Fair. 
The Conseens, fuil-
jlooded Cherokee 
Indians, have been 
making Indian 
baskets and bead-
work crafts by hand 
since the 1800's. 

Standing tall and proud, this hand-carved cigar store Indian chief is an example 
of the picture most people have of the Native American. Enduring many hardships 
the Indian still maintains a rich legacy. 

In the military, Indians acted as 
scouts, guides and translators, even as 
the Indian Wars were taking place. 
More recently, Native Americans Ernest 

Childers and Jack Montgomery of the 
famed Thunderbird Division received 
the Congressional Medal of Honor, 
Pawnee Brummett Echohawk trained 
commandos in hand-to-hand combat, 
and Osage Clarence Tinker of the Army 
Air Corps attained the rank of general 
before being killed in the Pacific during 
World War II. 

Today, Native Americans continue to 
proudly serve as members of the Armed 
Forces. Here at Camp Lejeune, there 
are two officers and eight enlisted 
Marines of Indian heritage, perhaps 
many more. 

The bloodthirsty savage reputation of 
the American Indian, mounted on 
horseback, swooping down on helpless 
white settlers was responsible for the 
massive dispossession of the race from 
their homelands, and their subsequent 
placement on reservations by the 
"manifest destiny" policy of the 
government. 

Despite the many trials and tragedies 
of the Native American, he has en-
d ^ed, and to a great extent, overcome 
tht " ins of the past.

here six months and another 

U stays nine months or a year. 

"The most important thing," 
he continued, " is for us to main-
tain our fighting power. I'll have 
a recommendation to the Joint 
Chiefs of Staff very soon, but 

one thing we should remember is that the rotation 
policy will be pegged very much by the 'end 
game'—and the end game hasn't been fully 
established by our policy makers." 

Another policy that hasn't been fully established 
is that of rest and relaxation, and on that topic, 
General Schwarzkopf said there are suggestions 
under considertion, but nothing's final. 

"Rest and relaxation was established as a result of 
studies done during the Korean war," he began, 
giving background on his answer. "They showed 
that when troops first began combat, they still take 
care of themselves, but after a period of time, they 
fall out of that, and become less effective. 

"But you take them out of that combat. We're

not getting shot at." 
He paused before he went on. "What we're 

looking at doing is getting troops to rotate from a 
field environment to somewhere where they can 
take a hot shower, sit by a pool, or just do nothing 
if they want to. That's already happening with some 
of our forward units." 

The general said other suggestions including 
sending field units to a location close to Saudi 
Arabia, "where they could get away for two to 
three days or a weekend," and long-term R&R. 

"But we're a long way from that six-month point. 
The rotation policy has to be set first. After all, if 
there's a six-month rotation plan, what good would 
it do to have R&R every six months? 

The general tackled broader topics with aplomb. 
Asked about his decision to field a lighter desert 
camouflage uniform that has less reinforcement 
at stress points (and are therefore more likely 
to rip and tear during strenuous operations), he 

took a "lesser of two evils" approach. 
"My intention is to make the troop in the desert 

comfortable. I've been involved in this part of the 
world the better part of two years, and I once ran 
into an Air Force unit in the middle of Egypt 
during an exercise. Of all the things they could 
complain about, their main beef was that the 
uniform was too hot. 

"I challenged the Army to do something about 
this, and they've responded with the new uniform," 
The general continued. "My theory is this—if I can 
put that soldier, Marine, airman or sailor into a 
lighter, more comfortable uniform, then I'll do that. 
And if it tears or rips, we'll simply replace it." 

He went on to discuss all-leather and jungle boots 
versus a boot especially make for the desert. 

"We don't have a satisfactory desert boot. The 
jungle boot was designed to let water out, when 
you get a hole in it, it lets sand in. And I don t 
know about you, but I don't like marching around 
with sand in my boots, your feet can get really 
hot." 

General Schwarzkopf said he again challenged the 
Army to do something about that, and the fruits of 
their labor will debut in November. "I've been pro-
mised a new boot that will be rough-surfaced, so 
it'll be low-maintenance, and it'll have a comfort 
band around the top. As I said, my intention is to 
make sure the troop in the desert is comfortable. 

And it wouldn't hurt if the men and women here 
learned something about the desert and its people 
while they're at it. 

"One of the greatest benefits in my mind that 
we'll derive out of us being here is the knowledge of 
the culture our servicemembers will receive. The 
average American doesn't understand this part of 
the world, and let's face it, the people here don't 
understand us either. 

"They're going to find that all Americans aren't 
religious infidels, gangsters, or drug-addicted young 
people, and we're going to find that all Arabs aren t 
close-minded when it comes to religion, and that 
they all don't go around trying to blow up people 
they don't like," Gen. Schwarzkopf said. 

He added, however, that he doesn't want ser-
vicemembers to "win the war and lose the peace." 

"We don't want a few of our people to make the 
people here believe all those things the extremists 
say about us. We want to accomplish our mission 
and leave a favorable impression on the Arabs at 
the same time." 

One theme that could have a major effect on mis-
sion accomplishment (albeit in a roundabout way) is 
rumor control. General Schwarzkopf, in his usual 
manner, answered a question regarding the topic 
bluntly. 

"With rumors, you deal with them head-on; cor-
rect them if they're false, and if they're true, verify 
them with official information. One of my first in-
itiatives was to get a radio station—not for rumor 
control, but because the men and women of our 
armed forces are bright and articulate and what 
they want are news, sports, and music, in that 
order. 

"We wanted to make sure we got them that in-
formation." 

Another factor in mission accomplishment is in-
teroperability between the joint services of U.S. 
Central Command. Given an example of a Marine 
ground, unit calling for close-air support from an Ar-
my Apache unit, General Schwarzkopf said the mis-
sion has given the services the 'impetus to get the 
job done, no matter what. 

The attitude is "We've got a job, let's get it done 
right," he said. "Here, I haven't had to make any 
judgements regarding inoperability—the units are 
working it out among themselves." 

The general hasn't had to interface in any poten-
tial squabbles between services of different nations 
either. 

"It certainly is a very complex, diverse set of 
forces coming in from all sides. Decisions have 
to be weighed very carefully. But there haven't 
been many problems because we're all here 
for the same cause and I think that alleviates 

a lot of problems before they start. 
- "My job is to take care of the politico-military 

decisions that have to be made during any large 
deployment like this one. The warfighting is left to 
my component commanders and their staff," the 
general said. He emphasized that as a joint opera-
tion, Operation Desert Shield has been extremely 
successful. 

"CENTCOM's force-in-readiness consists of 
COMIDEASTFOR (Navy for "Commander, Middle 
East Force"), I MEF, 19th Army Corps, and 9th 
Air Force. Each are essential in a joint environ-
ment," the general explained. 

"Now, I'd have been very uncomfortable having 
just the 82nd Airborne out here with no air cover, 
and that's where the Air Force came in, providing 
that. Then the Marine Corps arrives—they're highly 
mobile, and got here quickly. From a flow stand-
point, you hear about a couple of ships broke down 
and that it should have gotten here faster; well that 
was never a showstopper; when we really needed it, 
it was all coming just fine and the flow was great. 

"This is basically a contingency-force effort," 
Gen. Schwarzkopf added. "The armed forces are ob-
viously going to a contingency-based force, and this 
is obviously going to be a great learning experience 
for all the services as to what we are going to need 
in the future to execute this type of operation." 

The general went on, saying that although 
USCENTCOM doesn't have a foward base in its 
area of responsibility, he didn't feel it was necessary 
(because of the contingency-force effort), and has 
promised host governments that USCENTCOM has 
no intention of having a permanant base in the area 
if American presence isn't wanted. 

The 56-year-old general took time to reflect on a 
34-year career that has given him opportunities to 
lead in Vietnam (where he served two terms), 
Europe and Grenada. He spoke of it as a cycle. 

"The week I left Berlin in 1961 they put up the 
Berlin Wall. 

"Now, we've come full cycle and the wall has 
come down. To me that is a tremendously satisfying 
cycle because it says the policy of containment...of 
forward deployment the United States and its allies 
pursued was a successful application of military 
force." 

The general said, "I've been through the other 
part of that cycle, too. One of the blackest days in 
my life was the day Saigon fell. I got very close to 
many of the Vietnamese and I recognized that what 
they were fighting for was completely just. 

"At the time I was stationed in Alaska, and I ask-
ed myself about the thousands of lives lost, the 
many years of U.S. military involvement, and the 
cost to the taxpayers not to mention the families of 
the people who were killed, and what was it for? At 
that time, it may have appeared it was for nothing. 
I'm not sure about that—I'm not sure whether it 
wasn't a piece of the Berlin Wall coming down and 
being played out somewhere else." 

The general, who was quoted in the non-fiction 
book Friendly Fire as saying if he was ever in a 
combat situation again, he'd ask himself if it was 
worth it, was asked if Operation Desert Shield was 
indeed, "worth it." He didn't hesitate. 

"Absolutely. Beyond the shadow of a doubt. 
Detractors have asked why are the troops defending 
oil? Why are they protecting a monarchy?" 

"Well, anyone who asks that is dumb—there's no 
other word for it. We would not be here unless it 
was in the best of American interests. We're not 
fighting for oil, per se, but for world order. What if 
we stood back and did nothing and let Saddam 
Hussein get away with his blatant, naked raping of 
that country (Kuwait)? That would only tell every 
two bit dictator in the world the United States will 
look the other way if they invade their neighbor. 

"Well, that's not going to happen, and in Sad-
dam's case, I think the parallels between him and 
Hitler are completely valid. Look at how Hitler 
wanted to create a 'master race,' and how 
Saddam wants to creat a 'Pan-
Arab' nation, with, of course, 
himself as the leader. We don't 
want history to repeat itself. Yes, J J 
this effort is worth it for world 
order." 

and how 
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Patrol draws line 
in Saudi wasteland

SAUDI ARABIA—Sgt. Brian 
Renninger thrusts his fist into the air 
and instantly his squad drops to the 
prone position, facing outboard into 
the desert night. It's an instant reac-
tion that releases Renninger; he's the 
leader of the 12 men. 

The rifle platoon is on a night 
desert patrol. Hours of preparation 
and passing orders, covering what 
each man has to do, have jelled the 
three squads into a cohesive unit that 
clicks together. 

Half-crouched, half-running, 
Renninger moves forward to where 
the platoon sergeant halted the 
patrol. Because his squad is in the 
rear of the platoon, Renninger isn't 
sure whether they've simply made 
one of the checkpoints or run into 
something that isn't supposed to be 
in the area that 1st Bn., 7th Marines 
calls home. 

A few whispered words later 
Renninger returns to the center of his 
squad and the platoon rises in a 
domino effect and takes off on the 
second leg of the security patrol. 
They have covered 1,200 meters on 
the map and the first checkpoint is 
behind them. Renninger picks up the 
pace count, moving to Checkpoint 
Two. His men move silently and 
their keen eyes can be seen under 
cover brims scanning the flanks for 
movement. 

As he walks, Renninger goes over 
the patrol warning order in his head. 
Before evening chow, he briefed the 
men in his squad on their part of the 
overall mission. Alpha Co. has been 
assigned to patrol the battalion's im-
mediate area while other companies 
had been loaded into amphibious 
assault vehicles to do a far-reaching 
patrol of the regimental area. 

The basics of a foot patrol are 
drilled into each riflemen until re-
quired reactions are as second nature 
as sight alignment at the rifle range. 
Renninger knows each man is up to 
speed on what to do: He's the one 
who taught them. He can trust them, 
and they can trust that he will lead 
them in the right direction. 

Patrolling out here is easy com-
pared to some places we've trained," 
said Renninger, a few hours before 
the platoon left friendly lines. "We 
can get the fire teams spread out 
pretty good to cover a lot of ground. 
It's not like the jungle where 
you lose sight of everyone 

farther away than 15 feet. 
"For two months the men of 

Alpha have been going through the 
desert drills. The fact that they could 
walk into harm's way at any moment 
rests heavily on their minds. But the 
confidence that they can deal with 
enemy fire is a comforting buffer." 

Renninger constantly drills his men 
to make sure they have the right 
answers to questions that will keep 
them alive. "What do you do if we 
have contact to the right front?" is a 
question he arbitrarily throws out to 
his men. The answer he's looking for 
comes from four directions in unison. 
"Move in the predesignated manner 
and cover the flanks." 

"Right, and then I determine the 
type of contact and maneuver the 
squad to counter the attack," he said. 

As the squad moved through the 
night, the training of months in the 
desert and years of practicing Marine 
Corps combat docrine showed in the 
fluidity of their movements. As they 
covered miles of sand surrounding 
the battalion perimeter, Renninger's 
hand-and-ann signals were responded 
to like the barked commands of a 
drill instructor. 

"I've noticed, over time, the 
debriefs after the patrols are getting 
shorter," Renninger said. "That 
means we're getting better. 

"We're ready for whatever happens."

It rained at Camp Lejeune during 
the morning Oct. 23. 

It always seems to rain around 
here on that day. 

The dreariness adds to the 
sullen mood as people at Camp Lejeune 
and in Jacksonville are reminded of 
another Oct. 23 when a black cloud rose 
up from a barracks in Beirut. 

When that black cloud disappeared 
and the rubble was cleared away, 241 
American servicemen were dead. That 
day the rain was in the form of tears as 
families and friends of the servicemen 
tried to cope with their losses. 

The rain this year didn't stop many of 
those same families and friends from at-
tending a memorial ceremony at the 
Beirut Memorial here. 

Though the rain cleared before the 
ceremony started, tears still rained from 
many of those remembering their special 
someone. 

General A. M. Gray, Commandant of 
the Marine Corps, who commanded the 
2nd Marine Division when the terrorist 
bombing happened in 1983, was one of 
several guests to speak at the ceremony. 

"As I said then and still mean today, 
our job now is to take care of the 
families of those Marines and Sailors 
who are no longer with us," the general 
said. "We will." 

When the ceremony was over, the 
families who attended moved to the wall 
where their loved ones' names are 
forever etched in stone. Many cried 
again. 

For some, the tears always come ... 
just like the rain at Camp Lejeune 
seems to every Oct. 23.
